Part 1

Part 2

As you prepare to write the last paragraph of your letter, think about your
own hunger for God. In the second part of your letter to your child,
express your desire for your child to know God’s love for him or her
through the Sacraments. Tell your child about your hope that he or she
will discover God’s purpose for his or her life. Let your child know that you
will always be there to support him or her on this important journey.
